Abstract

Total new cases diagnosed malignancy at Bangkok Hospital Medical Center is 1,425 cases (excluding
the hematologic malignancy). There was 2.2 percent increasing in total number as compared to 1,395
cases in year 2009. Sex ratio is 1:1 an age distribution is not changed as compared to year 2009.
Patient who are between 50-69 YO are majority and accounted more than half of overall. Anyway, average
age in male patients is slightly younger.

Top 5 malignancies are followings ; 1) Breast (20.49 percent) 2) Lung (12.56 percent) 3) Colorectal
(12.28 percent) 4) Prostate gland (6.81 percent) and 5) Liver & Hepatobiliary (6.53 percent). The top 5
cancer trend is not different from in the past 5 year (2006-2010) collection (Breast, Colorectal,
Lung, Liver and Prostate gland). Anyway, when compared to last year, overall number of cases in Liver
was dropped significantly 8.82 percent. Contrast to Breast cancer, Lung cancer, Colorectal cancer and
Prostate cancer which still rising in number 12.3 percent, 11.9 percent, 3.6 percent and 6.6 percent
respectively.

Lung cancer is still leading cancer in male for 5 year and still constant this year. Carcinoma of the cervix
is the fourth cancer female in BMC but number 7" in both sexes and dropped 11 6 percent compared
to year 2009. Skin, Stomach and Head & Neck are stepping up and ranking at 6™, 9™ 10" this year.

Considering patients who received treatment at BMC, Stage | is 25 percent, Stage Il is 22 percent, Stage llI
is 18 percent and Stage IV is 26 percent. Unknown stage (due to lack of pertinent information) trend
low is low at 5 percent almost similar to last year.

Considering the primary treatments that have been done in BMC, Surgery is still the majority
(28 percent) followed by Radiation therapy (14 percent) and Chemotherapy (4 percent). Chemotherapy
and Targeted therapy show same trend is 5 percent. Intervention treatment is remained at 2 percent.

Patients who were diagnosed cancer at BMC tend to decide receiving treatment at BMC 27 percent
(30 percent last year) and these patients decide to having primary treatment in other hospitals 13
percent (13 percent last year). Surprisingly, even patients who came from other hospitals are seeking
second opinion at BMC only was significantly increased (more than one-fourth of all) but those who
decided to get treatment at BMC was lower than last year.

Patients who are still alive after diagnosing or treating cancer in 2010 is 42 percents, alive without
disease is 11 percent. Patient was dead with cancer as leading cause was 3 percent. Rate of lost to
follow up was 1 percent.

Ratio of Thai: non-Thai patient was 3:2 in year 2010 equally to last year. The top 5 rankings are Myanmar,
UAE, Bangladesh, Qatar and American respectively.

It is the first time BMC can follow the patients for 5 years and report the 5-years survival. We have
shown and discussed the data of those survivors of top 3 cancers which are Breast, Lung and Colorectal
in separated chapter.
